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AFTER HOPE | GROUP SHOW

Dio Horia Gallery is excited to announce the upcoming group exhibition based on the
notion of hope. Drawing parallels with the uncertain period of the 1930s and the
1940s, the group show focuses on the conditions shaping the present, from loneliness
and the pandemic to environmental pollution and capitalism. The curatorial is
structured along four lines: the marginalized future; the concept of human agency;
survival strategies; and human emotions. These directions do not unfold as defined
sectors. Rather, multidisciplinary works on canvas, ceramics and NFTs will be kneaded
into one environment.

Participating artists include: Chris Akordalitis, Pablo Benzo, Javier Calleja, Mira Dancy,
Maja Djordjevic, Hulda Guzman, Elias Kafouros, Katelyn Ledford, Rhys Lee, Iliodora
Margellos, and Tatiana Zagari (Pottato). While they all explore different themes that
illustrate particular interests and artistic priorities, their works combined construct a
most accurate fragmented narrative of the present time, drawing an ostensibly
hopeful, but in effect post-hope, landscape that reflects on the high discrimination
and exclusion levels pointing to a marginalized future.

With a looming uncertainty lying ahead of us, Djordjevic's After Hope, employing her
distinct technique that mixes technology with child-like innocence, at first glance
promotes female empowerment, inclusiveness, solidarity and optimism, though it
may also convey a latent scream, communicating the PTSD of the darkest occasions
this generation has encountered so far. Here, adapting to an unstable scenery that
resembles Zagari's (Pottato) ceramic works, emotions are quite complex, their
expression varies and may be hard to describe or even recognize, requiring cognitive
processing, while they are made up of a creative mix of multiple sentiments, often
approaching trauma in intriguing ways, as does Margellos’ Study for ‘I try to find you so
I make you 2.

What is more, reevaluating coping mechanisms in this scheme, the need emerges to
establish a set of new strategic choices that may provide the best options for survival,
growth, and return to the hostile environment ahead. These new survival strategies,
in Akordalitis’ Together, Home alone with my plants and lamps, and Picnic along the
river, as well as in Guzman's Channeling and The Goddaughters, could result in an
escapist perspective, where peace of mind is accomplished through contact with
nature or pets, overall savoring immaterial goods and steadily dismantling capitalism.

Despite the intense anxiety and deep-rooted fear of this period, as reflected in
Calleja’s What?, Lee's grotesque, dream-like studies on The fight by James Ensor,
commenting on war and pandemic-triggered hostility, or Kafouros' Climate Chance,
employing corporate liability, rivalry and aggressiveness, there is still the ability to
make choices and to impose those choices on the world. As individual agency involves
individual choices and the capacity to influence the respective life conditions and
chances, Dancy's Yellow Harbor // Siren invites viewers to a ceremonial feast,
celebrating the beauty, sensuality and animalistic nature of her combative and
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liberated figures, setting a striking example in self-reliance and resilience. At the same
time, Benzo's work appears preoccupied with human interaction, reduced to the
aesthetically pleasing relationships of its geometric angles and shapes, further
emphasized through color; while Ledford strikes as debating the power of (artistic)
play in this particular context.

Art has always been therapeutic, holding the power to uplift and change, ease stress
and keep connected, even in the grimmest of times—even more so during economic
crisis, adverse environmental processes, lockdowns and the pandemic. Or, as per
Dickinson, “Hope is the thing with feathers”; and the bird that lives in the human soul
sings, come rain or shine. Conclusively, borrowing its mythical essence from the Dio
Horia new exhibition space’s historical setting by the Acropolis, ‘After Hope' directly
references Pandora’s box, the moment after demons have been released and hope
has already been used in response to a series of dramatic events no one ever
expected to be able to manage in the first place. What is now left is an empty box, all
set to be filled with a whole new range of images and perspectives, plans, vision, and
raw emotion. What we choose is what we get.

NOTES TO EDITORS
Dio Horia Gallery

Founded in 2018 by Marina Vranopoulou, Dio Horia Gallery aims to be a space with
Greek roots and international standards, bringing together artists and the general
public. Sharing a vision along the lines of an 18th century salon, where meeting
people and exchanging views is more important than anything else, Dio Horia
primarily focuses on young emerging artists from small peripheral countries,
promoting the development and exhibition of their work.

Further evolving from an art platform inaugurated in Mykonos & Delos in 2015,
inviting international artists to live and produce in the cradle of the Cycladic
civilization, Dio Horia has been running an international exhibitions program ever
since, organizing shows and publications with established and emerging artists that
have not yet exhibited in Greece. Transmitting the new waves of contemporary art,
the Gallery secures the educated art audience, the non-initiated art public & art
students alike, an opportunity to witness and experience that, at times, would be
otherwise unavailable.

“Dio Horia” name is inspired by Greek architect’s, Aris Konstantinidis, book: ‘Dio Horia
from Mykonos’, where the phrase "dio horia" means "two spaces" or "two villages",
metaphorically symbolizing the Gallery and its Residency program. Now, 7 years since
its very inception, Dio Horia Gallery moves to Acropolis, to be located just a short, 2
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min walk from the Acropolis Museum, in the place of a 4th c. AD villa urbana of the
Late Antiquity, once again going back to the roots, back to the fountain of creativity.

The space is hosted in a contemporary building with industrial aesthetics that
features ancient Greek ruins on its main exhibition floor, as well as Byzantine mosaic
tesserae on its courtyard, in an unexpected intermingling of the Greek and the
international, the old and the contemporary.

Dio Horia Gallery in Acropolis will be opening its doors on June 18, presenting the
group exhibition 'After Hope'. Participating artists: Chris Akordalitis, Pablo Benzo,
Javier Calleja, Mira Dancy, Maja Djordjevic, Hulda Guzman, Elias Kafouros, Katelyn
Ledford, Rhys Lee, Iliodora Margellos and Tatiana Zagari (Pottato).

The celebration of the new space will be held in Autumn 2022. Dio Horia's Project
Space in Nea Filothei, will remain active as an alternate exhibition space and the
Gallery's offices.
